     An appointment based tutorial on the proper preparation and effective defense of asylum, withholding of removal, and cancellation based claims is available to law school asylum and immigration pro bono clinic program participants. 

     Topics of discussion may include, among other things - preservation of petitioner confidentiality; attorney ethics; identifying, anticipating, and appropriate response to unethical conduct attributable to asylum officers, U.S. trial attorney, immigration judges, and experts; petitioner and witness interview techniques; attorney/counselor – client sensitivity factors; discerning and documenting claim plausibility; discerning and documenting petitioner credibility; client as active contributor, rather than passive spectator; benefits and limitations inherent in the use of in-country sources; identification and use of objective vs., subjective sources; identifying, qualifying, benefits of working with, and limitations inherent in the use of country-specific experts; PARDS qualified experts - advocates for the truth (Agency standard - intellectual honesty, objective skepticism, and the scientific method), not your client; expert affidavit structure and content; expert-pre-hearing preparation; use of electronic data services; identifying, significance of, and techniques for overcoming claim-relevant distortions written into and omissions edited out of the Department of State Country Reports on Human Rights Practices, Profiles of Asylum Claims, International Religious Freedom Reports, and Issue Papers; Petitioner pre-credible fear and pre-merits/individual hearing preparation; credible fear interview record memorialization; significance of and benefits inherent in a timely post-credible fear interview debriefing; foreign government agency and non-governmental organization issued documents; anticipating, identifying, and overcoming unfounded findings of document fraud from the Forensics Document Laboratory (FDL) and Fraud Prevention Investigators; significance and structure of case-specific legal briefs.
